Subchronic (Target Organ) Effects: Repeated overexposure to imidacloprid, may affect heart, thyroid, blood chemistry, and liver. For Lambda-Cyhalothrin,
contact with exposed skin may result in temporary itching, tingling, burning or numbness, called paresthesia. The symptoms normally disappear within 24 hours. Face
and genital areas are especially susceptible to this effect. Paresthesia involving the face is also known as “subjective facial sensation” or SFS. Repeated
overexposure to Lambda-Cyhalothrin may effect the liver and central nervous system.

Carcinogenicity / Chronic Health Effects: Prolonged overexposure to imidacloprid can cause effects the thyroid. Imidacloprid did not cause cancer in laboratory
animal studies. The U.S. EPA has given imidacloprid a Group E classification (evidence of non-carcinogenicity in humans). Prolonged overexposure to Lambda-
Cyhalothrin may effect the liver. For Lambda-Cyhalothrin, no treatment-related tumors in rats or mice.

Reproductive Toxicity: In a two-generation reproduction study in rats, imidacloprid produced reduced mean body weights and body weight gains. No other
reproductive effects were observed. In studies with animals, Lambda-Cyhalothrin was not a reproductive toxicant.

Developmental Toxicity: Rat and rabbit studies on imidacloprid resulted in skeletal abnormalities, increased resorptions (rabbits) and reduced body weight gains at
doses that were also toxic to mother animals. In studies with animals, Lambda-Cyhalothrin was not a development toxicant.

Genotoxicity: The imidacloprid mutagenicity studies, taken collectively, demonstrate that imidacloprid is not genotoxic or mutagenic. Animal tests with Lambda-
Cyhalothrin did not demonstrate mutagenic effects.

Hydrolysis half-life of imidacloprid is greater than 30 days at pH 7 and 2571C. The aqueous photolysis halflife is less than 3 hours. The soil surface photolysis of
imidacloprid has a half-life of 39 days, and in soil, the half-life ranged from 26 to 229 days. Lambda-Cyhalothrin is moderately persistent in the soil. The reported half-
lives range from 4 to 12 weeks. It shows a high affinity for soil with a reported Koc of 180,000. Lambda-Cyhalothrin has extremely low water solubility and is tightly
bound to soil.
